After continental breakfast at the hotel, you’re free to 
explore London’s many shops and museums. Take in 
the sights atop a double-decker bus, or choose one of 
the many historic “London Walks” tours? Be sure to 
stop for tea and a brief rest, as tonight we will attend 
another production.

Saturday, February 14:
After today’s breakfast, continue exploring London on 
your own. It might be a great day to tour the amazing 
replica of Shakespeare’s Globe Theatre or view London 
from The Shard or Sky Garden at the “walkie-talkie” 
building.
